 M I N U T E S 
 
 REGULAR CITY COUNCIL MEETING 
 Council Chambers, 380 Civic Drive, Galt, California 
 Tuesday, March 5, 2013, 7:00 pm 
 
 
The meeting was called to order at 7:00 pm by the mayor.  Council Members present: Singleton, Payne, 
Campion, Crews, Powers. 
 
Staff members present: City Manager Behrmann, City Clerk Aguire, City Attorney Rudolph, Chief of Police 
Bowen, Human Resources Administrator Islas, Community Development Director Kiriu, and Special Projects 
Administrator Solis. 
 
OPENING CEREMONIES - Silent prayer was observed, the flag salute was recited by Boy Scout Troop 
119 and the video statement was read by the city clerk. 
 
AGENDA APPROVAL, ADDITIONS AND/OR DELETIONS – Crews pulled item E-3.   
 
PRESENTATIONS:  
  
1.  Presentation by city clerk’s office – “Welcome to Galt” made by Deputy City Clerk Settles. 
2.  Wilton Rancheria - Andrew Franklin, Chairman, Wilton Rancheria, introduced the tribal council and 
discussed the proposed Rancheria.  He reviewed the process including the next steps and asked for 
consideration from the city council. 
 
De Carson said he was proud of the city council, manager and chief.  He said the Casino would offer jobs and 
would offer economic development in Galt.  He asked everyone to have an open mind. 
 
Lisa Jiminez was against the casino and said they were a split tribe.  She said they wanted to strip the land.  
She added that they were the historic family which was left out of the tribe. 
  
Al Baldwin said the council needed to discuss the issue in a large venue. 
 
Charles Alterkruse said the process could be rewarding and said the tribes usually bring resources to the 
jurisdictions they are near.  He said there were approximately 60 tribal projects in California and said they all 
benefited the communities. 
 
Lloyd McKean discussed his family ties and said they wanted to work with everyone. 
 
Ron Hatch said he was impressed with the Wilton Rancheria Council.  He said he used to be homeless and the 
state intervened.  He was currently responsible for the safety of the children working with tribes.  He said he 
was impressed with the tribal council. 
 
Eugene Rose said the Miwoks had a great history and said he hoped they would put some effort into their 
history.  He wished them luck. 
 
Linda Barz said she wanted people to think about the traffic, the schools, pollution and crime.  She added that 
Galt was country and rural and it would change with the casino. 
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Council said the tribe had a lot of work ahead of them and they looked forward to getting more information. 
 
PUBLIC COMMENTS - The clerk announced that members of the audience could address the council on 
any matter which is not on the agenda but within the subject matter jurisdiction.  She advised the location of 
the speaker sheets, asked that speaker sheets be presented to the clerk prior to addressing council and advised 
that each person would have a three minute time limit to speak.  
 
Al Baldwin thanked the council members who attended the spaghetti feed for Character in Sports.

ACTION: Upon a motion by Campion, seconded by Crews, the consent calendar was approved by a 
unanimous roll call vote.

3. SUBJECT:  Approve purchase of a Skip Loader with accessories. 
 RECOMMENDED ACTION:  Adopt Resolution No. 2013-13 to approve the purchase of a Case 

570NXT Skip Loader, with attachments, from Sonsray Machinery in the amount of $89,047.36. 
 
 Winkler discussed the skip loader and its function. 

 
 ACTION: Upon a motion by Crews, seconded by Payne, Resolution No. 2013-13 was adopted by a 

unanimous roll call vote.

1. SUBJECT:  Officer Kevin Tonn Memorial Dog Park options. 
 RECOMMENDED ACTION:  Consider alternatives relating to a memorial dog park in honor of 

Officer Kevin Tonn and provide direction to staff relating to the preferred location and funding 
options. 
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 Behrmann gave a staff report and alternatives.  Singleton thanked staff for looking look into the issue 

and asked for input from the community.  Campion asked that it be reviewed by the Parks & 
Recreation Committee to get input from the community.  He said it should have grass and said it 
would require a sprinkling system, but thought grass was a better idea and better aesthetically.  He 
said the small park site was better.   

 
 Crews asked about grass and Behrmann said it could become a maintenance issue.  He said they 

looked into it and gravel and dirt were bad for the dogs.  He said staff’s preference was K-9 grass 
because there was no maintenance.  Council wanted it to go to the Parks and Recreation Commission 
for review.  Payne said she preferred the one on the corner which would be more visible as a 
memorial.  Powers thought the small park was used for families and was concerned. 

 
 ACTION: Upon a motion by Crews, seconded by Singleton, directing the matter to the Parks and 

Recreation Commission with recommendations coming back to the city council was approved by a 
unanimous roll call vote. 

 
2. SUBJECT:  Resolution of the City Council approving changes to the Galt Police Officers 

Association Memorandum of Understanding relating to Overtime Compensation and authorizing the 
City Manager to Execute Side Letter Agreement #3. 
RECOMMENDED ACTION:  Adopt Resolution No. 2013-14approving changes to the Galt Police 
Officers Association Memorandum of Understanding relating to Overtime Compensation and 
authorizing the City Manager to Execute Side Letter Agreement #3. 
 
Rudolph gave a staff report.  
 

 ACTION: Upon a motion by Crews, seconded by Payne, Resolution No. 2013-14 was adopted by a 
unanimous roll call vote.

 RECOMMENDED ACTION:  Introduce an ordinance, waive the first reading and read by title only 

an ordinance amending Chapter 2.70 of the Galt Municipal code regarding the membership of the 
Planning Commission. 

 
 Rudolph gave a staff report.  Crews said he liked the original two-year term.  Payne said she heard 

people were upset because she did not appoint a member from the past and it was sad that 
personalities were involved.  Powers said people were voting like their appointees wanted them to 
and at large members would vote independently.  Campion said the alternate was deleted after being 
studied closely.  He said there were no attendance issues and thought there was no necessity.  Crews 
said he was part of the committee that eliminated the alternate planning commissioner and added that 
recently planning commission meetings have been postponed because there was not a quorum 
available.
