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General Pool Rules
No running in the Aquatic Facility.
No pushing, pulling, splashing, wrestling, dunking, or any
other form of horseplay.
No ball playing or throwing of objects in the pool area.
The use of flotation devices, including water wings, life
jackets, or any means of artificial flotation, with the
exception of during swim lessons or at specially designated
events, is prohibited.
No face masks, fins, snorkels, or scuba equipment allowed in
pools except by special permission.
No glass bottles are allowed on the pool deck.
No gum chewing or drinking allowed in the pool area.
Food and drinks are only allowed in the designated areas.
No spitting, spouting water, or blowing your nose in the
water or on the pool deck.
Animals and pets are not allowed in the Aquatic Center with
the exception of service pets.
Patrons must lay at least 6 feet from the edge of the pool to
avoid interfering with other patrons.
Only employees are allowed in the manager’s office and the
lifeguard room.
Patrons are only allowed in the pool area when and where a
lifeguard is stationed.
Diving blocks are off limits except during designated times
(swim practice, swim lessons, and swim meets).
No one under the age of seven will be admitted without being
accompanied by an adult 18 years or older.
No loud music allowed in the pool area.
No smoking or drinking of alcoholic beverages will be
allowed in the Aquatic Center.
All long hair must be tied back. Ties are available at the
front office or from lifeguards as needed.
No flips, back dives, or jumping into the water backwards.
“Pencil” dives (jumping into the water feet first) are allowed.
NO DIVING allowed in any areas of the facility.
All youth 3 years of age and younger are required to wear a
swim diaper while utilizing the facility.
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Water Slide Rules
Slide Attendants must be obeyed at all times.
User must be 42" in height and be able to swim 15 yards
unassisted.
No more than 15 people on the slide staircase at one time.
One person on the slide at a time.
After reaching the splash pool, move from the area
immediately.
Patrons must lay feet first or in the sitting position on the
slide; no standing or stopping.
Do not get on the slide until the previous user has cleared
the splash pool area.
All normal pool rules apply on the deck and in the splash
pool.
