Emergency response agencies such as Sacramento Fire Department and Galt Police Department participated in the training
event, which introduced and familiarized those in attendance with the conditions and chemicals at the City’s wastewater
treatment facility.

Bo Dahlberg and Gary DeJesus of the Public Works Department provided information on the conditions and chemicals at
the wastewater treatment plant, while a representative of Pioneer America (current chemical supplier) discussed the
characteristics of the gaseous chemicals in one-ton cylinders and repair kits. Tim Mrozinski of Galt Fire Protection District
discussed various leak scenarios and answered questions regarding emergency response.
