RESIDENTIAL POOL 
DRAINAGE 

Please remember, that the Galt 
Municipal Code prohibits draining 
chlorinated pool water into the storm 
drain system. De-chlorinated pool 
water may be discharged to the storm 
drain with permission from Public 
Works Director. If you are unable to 
de-chlorinate your pool water, it may 
be discharged into the sanitary sewer 
system.
