New License Plate Recognition System

The Galt City Council has approved the purchase of two Automated License Plate Recognition Systems (ALRPS) for the Galt Police Department. The
systems will be attached to two existing police vehicles and have the ability to quickly and accurately read vehicle license plates on nearly all vehicles
moving or parked as the patrol car passes. The system will check the plates against a known database and if it reads a plate that has been listed as
stolen it will immediately notify the officer who can verify the information and take appropriate action. In addition to identifying previously reported stolen
vehicles, the ALPR system will also photograph and store the latitude and longitude coordinates of every vehicle it reads. The database created with this
information can be an enormous investigative tool for all types of criminal investigations.

The Galt Police Department and the Elk Grove Police Department, who already operates several ALRP systems, will be working together fo share this
data. This collaborative effort will enhance the abilities of both agencies to combat auto theft. The Galt systems will be funded from existing vehicle registration
revenues. The revenue is deposited in a Law Enforcement Trust Fund to be used specifically towards the deterrence, investigation and prosecution of stolen vehicles.
